According to
legend, Wang Mang of the Western Han Dynasty run after Liu Xiu
to this place to pitch a camp, for which it was given the name.

Chancellor.

House of the Huangcheng Chancellor has the reputation
of the "Greatest Cultural Residence in North China". China's
National Tourism Administration gave it a 5A ratingin 2011.
