the King's Palace: The Istana Negara (the King’s Palace) is
the official residence of the Yang di-Pertuan Agong, the head of
state of Malaysia,located along Jalan Duta in northern Kuala
Lumpur.Many royal banquets and celebrations are held in this
palace. Thousands of visitors come for the palace guard shift
ceremony.
the National Museum: The National Museum (Malay:
Muzium Negara) is located on Jalan Damansara in Kuala
Lumpur. It offers a rich look at Malaysian history and culture.
The displays range from free-standing tableaux showing cultural
events like weddings, festivals and costumes; to traditional
weapons, musical instruments, arts and crafts, ceramics, and
flora and fauna.
the National Monument: The National Monument is a
sculpture that commemorates those who died in Malaysia's
struggle for freedom, principally against the Japanese
occupation during World War II and the Malayan Emergency,
which lasted from 1948 until 1960. It is famous for the world's
tallest bronze freestanding sculpture grouping.
the Independence Square: It was here the Union Flag was
lowered and the Malayan flag hoisted for the first time on 31
August 1957. Since then, the square has been the usual venue
for the annual Merdeka Parade. You will feel the track of
Malaysian history while taking a slow walk.
Petronas Twin Towers: The Petronas Towers, also known as
the Petronas Twin Towers, are twin skyscrapers in Kuala
Lumpur. According to the Council on Tall Buildings and Urban
Habitat (CTBUH)'s official definition and ranking, they were the
tallest buildings in the world from 1998 to 2004 and remain the
tallest twin towers in the world. The buildings are a landmark of
Kuala Lumpur, along with nearby Kuala Lumpur Tower.

Malacca: Malacca, dubbed "The Historic State", is a state in
Malaysia and located in the southern region of the Malay
Peninsula, next to the Straits of Malacca. It is famous for its
wealth of homegrown galleries, crimson colonial buildings and
showy trishaws.
D utch Administration office:  You will hug an ancient
Malacca here. The office was built during Dutch Malacca (1641–
1825), the longest period that Malacca was under foreign
control.
St Peter’s Church: It was built in 1710 and it is the oldest
functioning Roman Catholic Church in Malaysia.
St Paul’s Church: St. Paul's Church is a historic church
building in Malacca, Malaysia that was originally built in 1521. It
is located at the summit of St. Paul's Hill and is a part of the
Malacca Museum Complex.
Porta D e Santiago:  The Porta De Santiago (A Famosa) is one
of the few oldest surviving remnants of European architecture in
the whole of Asia. It is one of the most popular sites that you can
find when visiting Malacca. It is a major historical landmark and
is probably the most photographed structure in Malacca.
Cheng Hoon Teng Temple: Cheng Hoon Teng Temple is
Malaysia's oldest traditional Chinese temple, constructed in
1673, remaining a central place of worship for the Buddhist
community in Melaka. Notable for its carved woodwork, the
temple is dedicated to Kuan Yin, the goddess of mercy.
Jonker Street: The Jonker Street is the Chinatown street of
Malacca. The road is filled with historical houses along its left
and right sides dating back to 17th century. It also has shops
selling antiques, textiles, foods, handicrafts and souvenirs.

Kek Lok Si Temple: Built since the year 1891, Kek Lok Si
Temple situated in the island of Penang, Malaysia, is one of the
largest and finest temples complexes in Southeast Asia.
Penang Hill: Penang Hill is a hill resort comprising a group of
peaks in Penang, Malaysia. It was used as a retreat during the
British colonial period, and is now a popular tourist destination
of Penang. The top of Penang Hill, 821m above George Town,
provides a spectacular view over the island and across to the
mainland.
 
Note: If the wet and flea markets are not available during your
visit, you will then visit Fishing Village, Malay Village, Snake
Temple (excluding Snake Farm), Batu Ferringhi, local fruit stalls
and Penang Bridge.
